FUEL GAUGES

The fuel gauge on the Minor is quite a simple device and only has either two or three parts

to it. The early cars with the gauge that reads the instant you switch the ignition on have no
separate voltage regulator. The later cars have this as a separdten the rear of the

Speedo head. Parts between the early and later cars are NOT interchangeable as the gauge
reads in reverse if you try it.

To test the parts is quite easy.

9 Start by removing the wire from the fuel tank.

1 Short (connect) this to the body of the tank with the ignition on.

1 The gauge should now read full very quickly. If so both the gauge and the regulator
are fine. If not, then either the gauge itself is faulty which is quite rare or the
regulator has died which is more common.

1 Again, this test is easy. Slide the speedo from the dashboard by loosening the two
small screws that retain it. These are accessed via the small holes in the glovebox
sides.

1 Do not undo them fully as they will fall down the back. The speedo is on slots so it

will pull out with the bolts mere loosened. You will see the regulator as shown.
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You need to run a temporary earth wire from the speedo to the dash and switch the
ignition on.

If you then start the two terminals on the regulator togetheith gauge should now
read quite high if there is any fuel in the tank, as it is seeing the full voltage of the
battery rather than the lower regulated volts.

If the gauge does not move, then it is faulty. If it does, then the regulator is dead.

Do not confuse this regulator with the big one on the bulkhead, they are entirely

separate.
